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General Information  

Club Rules: 

o No running, yelling, or swearing in the building. 
o Membership and Activity cards must be presented immediately upon entering the building for 

check-in. If you do not have your card, you must pay $1.00. If you lose your card and need a 
replacement the fee is $5.00. 

o Boys over the age of 4 are not allowed in the ladiesô locker room. Boys under the age of 4 are 
allowed, but must be changed in a changing area. Girls are not allowed in the menôs locker 

room, regardless of their age. The Club provides a family changing room, located to the right of 
the pool entrance, which you may use. 

o Cell phones are not allowed in the bathrooms. If you need to make or take a call, please do so 
in the lobby or outside. 

o Drop-in members will not be allowed back in if they leave the property. 
o Follow the Code of Conduct. 

 
Code of Conduct: 

The Club is here for you and your family. Itôs up to you to help keep it the best it can be! 
o Be honest. 
o Follow the Club rules. 
o Behave in a respectful manner to each other, Club staff, volunteers, and visitors. 
o Respect all property belonging to you, other people, and the Club. 
o Focus on positive attitude and behavior. 
o Honor differences. 
 

Club Safety: 
o For the children, parents are not allowed in the program areas without a staff member. 
o The Club has an open door policy. This means members may ódrop-inô then leave of their own 

free will. However, once they leave the building, they will not be allowed back in for the 
remainder of the day. 

o All of our staff are CORI (Criminal Offender Record Information) checked and first aid, CPR, 
and AED (Automated External Defibrillator) certified. 

o In the event of an emergency, every effort will be made to contact the parents. However, if a 
parent cannot be reached, we will call other contacts for the member and/or transport them to 
the nearest medical facility (depending on the severity of the situation). 

 
Food and Drinks: 

o Food and drinks are only allowed in the pool viewing area, the activity room, and at the tables 
in the games room. 

o The Club provides a snack at 3:45 PM every day for our drop-in members. 
o Snack machines, drink machines, and water bubblers are located in the lobby & games room.

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Lost Items: 
o The Boys & Girls Club of Greater Billerica is not responsible for lost items. 
o The Club provides lockers for the children. They may bring their own locks to lock up their 

belongings, but they must remove their lock at the end of the day. 
o Lost & Found is located near the snack machines in the front lobby. Items in Lost & Found will 

be donated every 2 weeks. 
o In the case of stolen items, Club staff has the authority to check childrenôs bags and/or ask 

them to empty their pockets. 
 
Inclement Weather Policy: 
o The Boys & Girls Club will do its best to remain open during bad weather. We will only close if 

we feel it is too dangerous for our members, parents, and staff to safely get to and from the 
Club. There will be a recording on our answering machine by 5:30 AM regarding our plans for 
the day. You may also get information through local television stations, by accessing our 
website, or by signing up for our closing notifications e-mail through our website. 

o Swim Lessons: When Billerica Public Schools are closed due to weather, all morning classes 
will be cancelled. We will attempt to open for afternoon and evening classes, but please call 

before your class to find out. A credit will be given or a make-up class will be offered if we are 
unable to hold a class due to weather. If there is only a delayed opening, classes will be held as 
scheduled. 

o To ensure the safety of members and staff, we may close early during inclement weather. 

Please call the Club for information regarding early closings. 
 
Holiday, Snow Day, & Vacation Policy: effective February 1, 2009 
The Club will be open for childcare only on holidays, snow days, and vacation weeks. There will 
be no open door policy. If a child needs to leave during they day, they must have a note from 

their parents stating the time and event they are leaving for. Lunch is to be provided by the 
parents. Feel free to bring a bathing suit and towel, as there will be fun swims throughout the day. 
Hours on holidays, snow days, and vacation days will be 6:30 AM ï 6:00 PM. Pre-registration is 
required for holidays and vacation days. Pre-registration is not required for snow days, but 
payment is due upon arrival. The cost for holidays, snow days, and vacation days is $30 per 
elementary school child and $10 per middle school child.

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Memberships and Activity Cards  
 

Memberships and activity cards expire one year from date of purchase. Membership and activity 
card fees are non-refundable. Memberships and activity cards must be current to register for any 
program. An activity card is not a membership. Membership and activity cards must be presented 
upon entering the building. If you do not have your card, there is a $1.00 fee due immediately. If 

you need a replacement card, the fee is $5.00. 
 

Under 8 years old: $20 a year 
Children under 8 must purchase an activity card to 

participate in our swim programs. This card will 
allow for immediate family to join the child during 

family swim. It also allows elementary school-aged 
children to get a discounted admission price to our 

elementary school dances. 

8-18 years old: $30 a year 
This membership allows youths to participate in our 

supervised programs, register for our classes, 
participate in family swim, and attend special events. 

Membership payment plans are available for our 
members who are paying for their membership 
themselves. See the front desk staff for details. 

 

Adults: $20 a year 
Adults must purchase an activity card to participate 

in our adult swim programs. Activity cards to not 

allow adults to attend family swim for free. 

Guests: $2 for a day 
We offer a one-day pass for $2. Guests must be 

accompanied by a current member. After the one-
day visit, guests must become members if they 

would like to come back. 
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Parent & Child: ages 6 months-3 years 
This is an introductory class with an overall goal of 

water adjustment and water acclimation. One 
parent is required in the water per child. Swimmers 

not yet toilet trained must wear swim diapers. 

Classes are 30 minutes. 

Pool Rules: 
o Absolutely NO running in the pool area. 
o Parents are not allowed in the pool area during swimming lessons. There is a pool viewing 

area with seating in the lobby where you may sit and watch. 
o The last class is the only class parents may stay and watch in the pool area to see how their 

child has progressed. 
o Make-up classes may be scheduled with pool staff before the session is over. Make-up classes 

are not guaranteed!! 
o Please see our Inclement Weather Policy regarding class cancellations. 

 

Pre-school: ages 3-5 years 
This class is designed for children ready to be on 
their own without a parent in the water with them. 

The class focuses on developing safe pool behavior 
and independent movement in the water. Swimmers 

not yet toilet trained must wear swim diapers. 

Classes are 30 minutes. 

Pre-school Advanced: ages 3-5 years 

This class is designed for preschoolers that 
are comfortable in the water and can swim 
without assistance from the teacher. This 
class is held in the deep end of the pool. 

Swimmers not yet toilet trained must wear 

swim diapers. Classes are 30 minutes.

Progressive: ages 6-16 

This class is designed for children to develop 
strokes and aquatic skills. Students will be 

tested on the first day and separated by ability. 

Classes are 45 minutes. 

Adult: ages 17 and up 

From beginner to advanced, you are 
never to old to learn how to swim. 

Classes are 45 minutes. 

Water Aerobics: 
Enjoy the benefits of the water and get an aerobic 
workout at the same time. This class provides less 

stress on joints and muscles than out-of-water 
workouts. Water weights and water noodles are 
provided for resistance. This class is held in the 

shallow end of the pool. 

 
 

Adult Water Exercise  
Adults must purchase a Water Instruction punch card, which is good for any 10 water exercise 

classes. You must also get an activity card for $20 a year. You do not have to pick a specific day 
and time ï come when itôs convenient for you!

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Swim Team 
 

We are a competitive swim team for ages 6-18. We swim in the N.E.N.E.A.P.C. League and follow 
US swimming rules. There are 16 teams in our league and 2 divisions. We have a Division I team 

and a Division II team. We divide the swimmers in lanes by ability and personal drive. 
 

Every swimmer is required to attend at least two practices a week. We will swim in 11-12 meets 
from October to February. There will be a sectionals championship meet in February. All swimmers 

who participate in Sectionals will be invited to our banquet and awards ceremony in March.
